Swiss Wine Award: a Valais winery prevails! 
The title of ‘Swiss Winery of the Year 2022’ goes to Cave du Rhodan – Mounir Weine in Salgesch. 

 

 

The Swiss wine industry gathered on Friday 28 October 2022 at the Kursaal in Bern for the gala celebrations to 

mark the 16th Swiss Wine Awards. This year, 80 wineries were competing to take home one of the 39 Swiss Wine 

Award trophies and five special prizes. For the first time ever, the title of Swiss Winery of the Year went to Cave 

du Rhodan – Mounir Weine in Salgesch.  

 

Organised jointly by the VINEA association and VINUM magazine, the tastings for the 16th Swiss Wine Award took place 

in Sierre from 25 to 29 July. Across a period of five days, a judging panel of no fewer than 132 experts from all over the 

country blind tasted and scored the 2325 wines submitted to the competition. Some 300 gold medals were awarded (at 

least 89 points out of 100) as well as 418 silver medals.  

 

Bern, Friday 28 October 2022. More than 550 guests attended the gala ceremony for the Swiss Wine Award, held at 

Kursaal in Bern. After climbing to the top of the podium in the ‘Other red single varietals’ category for their Syrah 2021, 

Cave du Rhodan – Mounir Weine de Salgesch won the coveted title of Swiss Winery of the Year! This winery, run by 

the third generation of the Mounir family, also took the Vinissimo ‘favourite red’ prize. 

 

 

All of Switzerland well represented on the podium 

In August, the six best wines from the competition’s 13 categories (nominated wines) were retasted blind by an 

international ten-person panel, who then made the final decision of the three best wines from each category. This panel 

of specialists was impressed by the exceptional quality of the 80 wines being considered trophies. The cantons of Vaud 

and Valais took away 14 and 13 places on the podium each. These two top Swiss winemaking cantons each gained five 

first places, which for Valais were in the categories of ‘Other white single varietals’, ‘White blends’, ‘Gamay’, ‘Other red 

single varietals’ and ‘Sparkling wines’. Vaud wines took first place in the ‘Chasselas’, ‘Rosé and blanc de noirs wines’, 

‘Red blends’, ‘Gamaret, Garanoir or Mara varietals’ and ‘White, red and rosé wines with residual sugar of 8g/l or more’ 

categories. The first prize in the Riesling-Sylvaner category went to Graubünden. Ticino, where Merlot is the iconic 

variety, took first prize in that category, and the canton of Zurich came top of the pile for Pinot Noir. 

Also worthy of mention is a fourth consecutive win for Germanier – Cave du Tunnel in Conthey in the ‘Sparkling wine’ 

category, with their Brut millésimé Blanc de Blanc, Jacques Germanier Réserve 2016.
